(CDH); and

WHEREAS, Congenital Diaphragmatic Hernia occurs when a baby’s diaphragm fails to fully form,
allowing abdominal organs to enter the chest cavity and preventing proper lung development; and

WHEREAS, since 2000, it is estimated that more than 700,000 babies worldwide have been born
with CDH, yet only half of those children survived; and

WHEREAS, CDH is as common as Spina Bifida and Cystic Fibrosis, though public awareness of
this condition remains significantly lower; and

WHEREAS, more than 1,600 babies are born with CDH each year in the United States; and

WHEREAS, many Tennesseans are living with CDH today, and many families across our state
have endured the profound grief of losing a child or loved one to this condition: and

WHEREAS, CDH International, a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization, provides vital support, advocacy,
and resources to families affected by CDH; and

WHEREAS, individuals born with CDH often face multiple surgeries and ongoing medical
challenges, including heart defects, pulmonary complications, gastrointestinal issues,
developmental delays, and the need for long-term respiratory or medicinal support; and

WHEREAS, raising awareness of this congenital condition fosters understanding, compassion, and
support for affected individuals and families, while also encouraging urgently needed medical
research and advancements;

Call to Order:
Mayor Morrison called meeting to order in the conference room at the Greene County Annex.
Quorum was present.

Minutes:
Motion was made by Commissioner Dabbs and was seconded by Sheriff Holt to approve the
minutes from December 23, 2025. Motion was approved with no opposition.

Reports:

Clinic — Leslie Jones gave the clinic reports for December 2025. There were 287 patients. Of the
287 visits, there were 182 provider visits and 105 nurse visits. There were 3 no shows, of which
were nurse visits. Leslie stated there were 64 biometric physicals. Leslie stated they dispensed
1201 medications which was a little more than last year but they have seen a lot of sickness. Leslie
stated that they have no problems seeing patients. Leslie stated that a member of her staff was
leaving and her last day would be Friday. Leslie stated that one of the nurses from the jail will be
helping them every other Monday for now. Leslie stated that she and Kelly have it figured out and
they would alternate coming in at 7:00 a.m. Leslie stated that Melissa is still filling in for Kara
when she’s not there. Leslie stated that they don’t have a lot of walk-ins because most call before
they come in.

Financial - Danny Lowery emailed the financial reports with notes for December 2025 to the
Insurance Committee on January 23, 2026. Danny stated the good news is there is really no news
and it seems workers comp and self-insurance is alittle bit on the climb. Danny stated as reserves
have started to improve, we have started to climb a little bit. Danny stated health insurance is flat
which is not bad but hopefully we can see claims start to moderate a little bit and start to pick up
there. Attorney Woolseyasked Dannyif all the claims have been paid for Helene and Danny stated
there may be a couple but for the most part all are paid. Danny stated there was a little for Kinser
Park and he thinks the final payment for solid waste transfer station is still outstanding. Mayor
Morrison stated the transfer station is complete and just waiting on the final inspection. Attorney
Woolsey stated everything is running well. Sheriff Holt stated that his facility passed inspection.
Attorney Woolsey stated in talking to other county attorneys, they get many complaint calls and
threats of a lawsuit from family members of inmates and he went on to say that he is not getting
any kinds of calls like that and that means our jail staff is very responsive with any complaints.
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Mayor Morrison stated he was at the jail kitchen the other day and it was working like a well-oiled
machine. Attorney Woolsey went on to say how well Captain Seth Weese was managing the jail.
Mayor Morrison also stated the maintenance staffat the jail is doing an excellent job. Sheriff Holt
stated he hired Peter Barnes and he does a greatjob and knows his stuff and does HVAC work.
Commissioner Peters stated it’s like you’re saying that increasing the pay allows you to hire
competent people and keep them and Sheriff said exactly. Mayor stated when TCI gives you a
good report card for the last 11 years it says something and all are doing an excellent job.

A motion to approve the financial reports was made by Attorney Roger Woolsey. Motion was
seconded by Chris Malone, Greene County School Director. Reports were approved with no
opposition.

Other Business.

Section 111 Filing - John McInturff stated that the third party they were using for the Section
111 filing has dropped the ball. John stated he has contacted the IT department for the folks that
do our claims program now and see what they have set up or what they can set up so it can be
done automatically monthly or with a push of a button do in house because he doesn’t think it’s
being filed like it is supposed to be filed. Attorney Woolsey asked what the Section 111 filing is and
John stated it’s the CMS filing. John stated that it was originally Equian that did the filing and
they changed hands. John stated he is working on getting it fixed. Danny asked John to get them
the contact of the person at CMS so they know who to get in touch with. Danny stated basically
it’s the filing with Medicare when it’s secondary to workers comp filing. Danny will send John the
form.

Attorney Roger Woolsey wanted to thank John for working with Caroline Shelton, Work-Base
Learning Coordinator, in getting insurance coverage (at no extra cost to the county) for 100+
students that work in our community. Attorney Woolsey stated that he will have Caroline check
with John as well as him for the students working in the community. Attorney Woolsey stated to
the Mayor that we need to make sure that we have these students covered when they are out
working in the community. John stated the liability portion is covered but we need to keep an eye
on the workers comp portion. John stated that if the student is getting paid then they would be
covered for a work-related injury by the employer and if they are not getting paid, there is really
no workers comp coverage for them. Chris Malone said most are getting paid. Mayor stated this
is a great program. Attorney Woolsey stated that they have 17 kids in one auto mechanics class at
CDHS. Mayor asked Chris if he could tell him how many kids from CDHS were going to GTC?
Chris stated he didn’t know off the top of his head but last year system wide they had a total of
100 kids. Attorney Woolsey stated before it’s all said and done that the program will triple within
a year. The committee members continued to discuss what an advantage having all these
programs will be for our students. John reminded everyone to keep things going to protect from
freezing pipes since we will be getting down into the single digits over the next week. John stated
the rolling blackouts a few years ago really hurt us.

The Greene County Commission Education Committee met at 3:30 PM at the Greene County Schools Central Office
for its regular November meeting.

Committee Members in Attendance: Chairman Bill Dabbs, Kathy Crawford, Lloyd Bowers and Paul Burkey. Director
Larkin Clemmer, Jan Kiker were absent. Director Dr. Chris Malone was present as well.

The Committee reviewed the minutes from the 29 September meeting. Mr. Bowers made the motion to accept
the minutes. Ms. Crawford seconded. The motion to approve the minutes passed unanimously.

Dr. Malone presented for approval and explained a resolution to allocate $6,000,000 from the Capital Projects
Restricted fund to the Building Improvements line to free up current FY funds for the previously approved tennis
court and track build-outs. The request for bids on the track will go out on 18 Nov. The tennis courts are almost
complete. This resolution also included moving $595,610 for a bus purchase. Mr. Bowers made the motion to
forward the recommendation to approve. Ms. Crawford seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

Dr. Malone presented for approval and explained a resolution to allocate $1,700,000 from the Unassigned Fund
Balance to the Bonus Payments line to cover a Christmas bonus for all School employees ($1.1M) and Classified
employee bonuses ($600,000) from July the Board approved to accompany the Certified staff bonuses given out by
the governor at that time. Ms. Crawford made the motion to forward the recommendation to approve. Mr.

Bowers seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

Dr. Malone presented for approval and explained a reselution to allocate funds from three different grants
received from the state for various purposes (CTE, Special Education, Public School Security). Ms. Crawford made
the motion to forward the recommendation to approve. Mr. Bowers seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

Dr. Malone presented for approval and explained a resolution from the Board of Education to increase the per
meeting compensation for Board members to match County Commission compensation at $300 per Board
meeting and $10 per Committee meeting. This change will not require any additional funds from the current
school budget. Ms. Crawford made the motion to forward the recommendation to approve. Mr. Bowers
seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

Chairman Crawford called the meeting to order.

A motion to approve the minutes from August 14, 2025 was made by
Commissioner Quillen and seconded by Council Member Kidwell and were
approved unanimously.

I. New Ambulance

The board was able to tour the two new ambulances that the service had
recently received.

II. Medical Director Appointment

Director Manis noted that it was time to consider appointment for the
Medical Director. Dr. Kitsteiner is the current medical director, and
Director Manis stated thatheis still very interested in the position. Director
Manis noted that Dr. Kitsteiner had continuously worked with EMS to
improve treatment protocols. This appointment i1s a two-year term.



Commissioner Quillen made a motion to retain Dr. Kitsteiner as the Medical
Director of EMS. Health Department Director Hensley seconded the
motion. The motion passed unanimously.

III. New Equipment

Assistant Director Hughes noted that one ofthe things he has been working
onis new equipment bag that was equipped with basically everything the
crew should need within the first 5 minutes of arrival on an emergency call.
He stated the previous equipment bag was sufficient, but the weight of the
equipmentbags wasan issue. They were able to find a better solution that
the crews can carry the basic supplies needed when responding to the scene.

He has also purchased custom-made medication bags that will help to

streamline the process. The medications in these bags are in alphabetical
order. Each ambulance has received a new medication bag.

IV. EMT Class Update

Assistant Director Hughes noted thatthe EMT class has started. It initially
had seven students, but only five students were able to attend. He told the

board how successful this program has been for Greene County and will
possibly have an Advanced EMT Class in Spring.

V. Ambulance Fleet

Director Manis noted thatit’s timeto consider purchasing new ambulances.
Given the increasing costs of new ambulances, he noted that each ambulance
can be remounted one time. He recommended remounting two ambulances
this time. The board recommended that the purchasing department open the
bidding process for ambulance remounting. Once the remount bids are
received, this information would be passed on to the board via email.

VI. Service/Staffing Update

Assistant Director Hughes noted that EMS is doing very well with staffing at
this time with only one open paramedic position on the 911 side. He also
noted that there are part-time emp loyees that are interested in becoming full-
time should a position become available.



VII. Grants

Director Manis spoke about the state of Tennessee essentials grant for

ambulance services. This grantwas available last year, and Greene County
was award funds at thattime. This year, itis a 5-million-dollar grant that is
to be split among every ambulance service that applies. Last year, many

services did not apply. He stated that Greene County will be awarded
$30,674 in funding and that will help purchase two new transport ventilators.

VIII. Chaplain Donation

Director Manis stated thatin 2014 the school system had donated a school
busto EMS. He stated it had only been used during Covid as a temporary
shelter location. He stated that the Emergency Chaplain has a vision for
greater good in the community, and this bus could be used to help fulfill
their vision. He would like to see this bus donated to the Emergency
Chaplains. A motion was madeby Commissioner Quillen with a second by
Health Department Director Hensley. The motion passed unanimously.

IX. Other Business

Director Manis noted that there was a significant fire at the Station 4
location. It was recently renovatedin 2024, and it appears that it might have
been caused by electrical shortage in the bath fan. The United Volunteer
Fire Department has graciously allowed the crews from Station 4 to utilize
their facilities.

X. Next Steps for EMS Board

The next scheduled meeting will be Thursday, February 12,2026 at 3:00 pm
at the Greene County Administrative Offices at 401 Takoma Ave.

Hospital CNO Roberts made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by
Council Member Kidwell.

The Chairman called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m. and welcomed attendees.
Adoption of agenda. The chairman asked if there were any items to be added or removed from

the agenda. Seeing that there were no changes, a motion was made by Edwin Remine, seconded
by Nick Gunter, to adopt the agenda. The motion carried unanimously.

Approval of Minutes. The Chairman asked if members had received the draft minutes of the
December 9, 2025, meeting. A motion was made by Lyle Parton, seconded by Becky Rideout, to
approve the minutes as written. The motion carried unanimously.

Division of the Lynn Lamons elux Property. The Planning Commission reviewed and
considered approving the Division of the Lynn L.amans etux Praperty Subdivision for four lots
totaling 3.34 acres, located adjacent to Bertie Patton Road in the 7th civil district. Amy Tweed
stated that the Tennessee Department of Transportation (TDOT) was part of the review process
as three of the lots abutted Interstate 81. TDOT, upon review, responded that the property
owner needed to maintain a buffer width of at least one (1) foot from the right-of-way fence.
Amy Tweed asked if that was a request of a requirement, and if a requirement, where the
standard was located.. The TDOT representative stated it was a requirement, and provided a
copy of TDOT’s 2015 Standard Specifications. Discussion ensued regarding the ability of
TDOT to require a private property owner to maintain a buffer on their own property. Lyn
Ashburn stated Amy Tweed had requested additional information to address that question and
had not received an answer prior to the time of the meeting. Amy Tweed recommended the plat
be approved subject to the addition of signatures, and the addition of a note regarding the buffer
required from the controlled access fence, as the plat met all other applicable requirements. A
motion was made by Nick Gunter, seconded by Lyle Parton, to approve the plat, subject to the
addition of signatures and a note concerning the buffer, as the plat met all other applicable
requirements. The motion carried unanimously. Amy Tweed was urged to contact TDOT again
to discuss the buffer requirement.




Replat of Lot 2 of the Pauline Norton House Tract. The Planning Commission reviewed and
considered approving the Replat of Lot 2 of the Pauline Norton House Tract Subdivision for
Dennis Norton for three lots totaling 4.58 acres, located adjacent to Susong Memorial Road and
Haney Hill Road in the 9th civil district. Staff stated that all signatures had been obtained and
recommended approval, as the plat met all applicable requirements. A motion was made by
Gary Rector, seconded by Edwin Remine, to approve the plat as it met all applicable
requirements. The motion carried unanimously.

Division of the David Smith Property. The Planning Commission reviewed and considered
approving the Division of the David Smith Property Subdivision for three lots totaling 4.27
acres, located adjacent to Shackleford Road in the 25th civil district. Staff recommended
approval, subject to the addition of signatures, as the plat met all other applicable regulations. A
motion was made by Nick Gunter, seconded by Gary Rector, to approve the plat subject to the to
the addition of signatures, as the plat met all other applicable regulations. The motion carried
unanimously.

Surveyor comments on the subdivision approval process. The Chairman opened the floor to
Daniel Hopson, owner of H5 Land Surveying and Mapping. Mr. Hopson spoke about a recent
change to the subdivision plat submission process, and stated that it made the process more
complicated than necessary. In the former process, surveyors would email the plat to Amy
Tweed and submit the review fee sometime after submission. Mr. Hopson suggested that,
instead of requiring the subdivision review fee to be paid up front, the County should revert to
the old process and let the fee be paid at any time. He stated the plat could be held back so that it
couldn’t be recorded until the fee was paid.

Amy Tweed spoke about the large number of plats that were reviewed where the fees were never
paid. Roger Woolsey stated the number of plats where the fee was not paid for numbered 70 or
more. He asked what the issue was for paying the fee when the plat was submitted. Several
surveyors responded that they never knew what the plat review fee would be, unlike the old
process, where Amy told them the fee amount up front. Amy Tweed stated the fees were
straightforward: a one lot subdivision was $60, a two-lot subdivision was $70, and three lots or
more was $100 for the plat and $10/lot.

Several planning commissions had questions about why surveyors felt it was not feasible to pay
the review fee up front, as doing so was a pretty common practice. Lyn Ashburn asked the
difference between paying plat review fees when the plat was submitted, and submitting building
permit fees when design plans were submitted.

Amy Tweed stated that, in the current process, surveyors needed to submit a paper copy of a plat
when they submitted the fee. The clerks in the office would take the information from the plat,
input it into the IWorQs system, and print out an invoice. Daniel Hopson stated planners were
supposed to put the information into the system, and if they were the only ones doing it, then
there wouldn’t be any duplication of projects. Getting the duplication issue fixed would allow
the department to begin accepting online payments. Amy Tweed stated that there had been less



than five duplication, and they occurred early in the process. Tim Tweed stated he knew of
three duplications. Amy Tweed stated that if the clerks were the only ones inputting the
information, then there wouldn’t be any duplications. Tim Tweed stated that it was not the
responsibility of the Building and Zoning clerks to input planning information into IWorQs. Lyn
Ashburn said that the job descriptions for the clerks stated they were to assist the planning
coordinator, and the time records named Amy Tweed as one of their supervisors (Tim Tweed
being the other).

Several surveyors stated that, in dealing with the invoice, they needed to know the amount of the
fee before submitting payment. Josh Beckett stated you can’t just have checks floating around
and not have invoices. He stated the solution the County had come up with, fixed one problem,
but created others.

Amy Tweed was asked what the process would be if the department accepted online payments.
She stated that the surveyor would fill out the subdivision application online, attach an electronic
copy of the plat, and the software would list the review fee due on an invoice.

Brian Bartlett asked about having someone other than Gary Rector, Planning Commission
Secretary, to sign plats. He stated that Gary stayed busy and it was sometimes difficult to reach
him to get a plat signed. Amy Tweed stated Lyle Parton was the alternate secretary and could
also sign plats. The question was asked if staff could sign as secretary. Lyn Ashburn stated that,
in reviewing state law several years ago, she determined that Amy Tweed could not be secretary

Lyn Ashburn stated the purpose of making changes in the process was to streamline it and to
enable online payments. Gwen Lilley asked Amy Tweed how long it would take to get online
payments up and running. Amy Tweed stated that she didn’t know, as she was not the IWorQs
administrator and wasn’t part of the process. As Tim Tweed was the administrator, he would be
the one to work with the IWorQs team to enable online payments. Gwen Lilley asked Tim
Tweed how long it would take to get the online payment system up and running. Tim Tweed
first said it would take several months, then stated it could be done sooner than that. Gwen
Lilley suggested that it could be done in two months.

Gwen Lilley stated the process would not change; the surveyor would submit a paper copy of the
plat to the clerks, who would input the information and provide them with an invoice.

91 Dykes Hill Road. The Board reviewed and considered a request by Jeanette Porter to grant a variance
to road frontage requirements (Section 402, Road Frontage Requirements of the Greene County Zoning
Resolution) for 91 Dykes Hill Road. Tim Tweed stated that, although lots were required to have a minimum
of fifty (50) feet of frontage on a county, state, or federal road, the lot in question had no public road
frontage. Instead, it was accessed via a 17 foot-wide private easement. The Board was informed that the
lot was created in 1992 without going through the subdivision process. A previous property owner had
placed a mobile home on the property in 1994, which the current property owner (Jeanette. Porter) wanted
to remove and replace with a new home. Discussion ensued about decreasing road frontage requirements,
potential issues with granting variances that would eliminate road frontage requirements, and how the
County had never approved a variance to road frontage standards. Roger Woolsey stated the Greene County
Legislative Body had discussed a similar situation at their October 20, 2025, meeting, and created a
Building Code Special Committee on Land/Property Issues to develop guidelines on how to handle the
issue. Mr. Woolsey stated that, if Ms. Porter was to pursue the issue with the Legislative Body, that she
would likely be directed to address the Special Committee.

The Board expressed sympathy for the situation, but stated that they didn’t have a lot of options. A motion
was made by Robert Wihoit, seconded by Holly Brooks, to deny the variance request, as the property only
had seventeen (17) feet of frontage instead of the required fifty (50) feet. The motion carried unanimously.



Election of Officers. A motion was made by Bill Dabbs, seconded by Beth Douthat, nominating Kathy
Crawford as chairman. The motion carried unanimously. A motion was made by Holly Brooks, seconded
by Bill Dabbs, nominating Beth Douthat as vice-chairman. The motion carried unanimously. A motion
was made by David Crum, seconded by Jason Smith, nominating Holly Brooks as secretary. The motion
carried unanimously.

Amy Tweed recommended that an Alternate Secretary be elected, as the minutes still needed to be signed
even if the Secretary was not available. A motion was made by David Crum, seconded by Jason Smith, to
nominate Bill Dabbs as Alternate Secretary. The motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business, a motion was made by Bill Dabbs, seconded by Jason Smith, to adjourn
the meeting. The meeting adjourned at 8:45 a.m,

Motion was
approved with no opposition, and the adopted policy will be in the new Greene County Employee
Handbook dated February 17, 2026.

Discussion Agenda Items:

1. Review the Special Holiday Pay Provision in the Greene County Employee Handbook

Erin Elmore distributed an update to Page 11, Section 3.14 (titled Special Holiday Pay
Provision), of the Greene County Employee Handbook. Erin suggested that holidays will
be paid according to the employee’s scheduled workweek. For example, holiday pay will
be provided based on an employee’s regularly scheduled weekly hours - Employees
scheduled to work 35 hours per week will receive 7 hours of holiday pay - Employees
scheduled to work 37.5 hours per week will receive 7.5 hours of holiday pay - Employees
scheduled to work 40 or more hours per week will receive 8 hours of holiday pay.

However, in all cases, holiday pay is capped at a maximum of 8 hours per holiday.

After review and discussion, a motion to approve the amendment was made by
Commissioner Quillen and was seconded by Commissioner Kiker. Motion was approved
with no opposition

Review the Time Records Provision in the Greene County Employee Handbook

Erin Elmore distributed an update to Page 15, Section 5.5 (titled Time Records), of the
Greene County Employee Handbook. Erin suggested that we amend the policy to state
that only a supervisor or department head can approve the department employee’s time.

After review and discussion, a motion to approve the amendment was made by
Commissioner Lawing and was seconded by Commissioner Gunter. Motion was
approved with no opposition.

Review the Employee Acknowledgment Sheet in the Greene County Employee
Handbook

Erin Elmore distributed an update to Page 34 (titled Employee Acknowledgment), of the
Greene County Employee Handbook. Erin suggested that we amend the policy so that
the employee specifically understands and acknowledges that their first go (ninety) days
of employment will be a probationary period and subject to performance review at the
end of that period.

Sheriff Holt and Chief Beverly spoke up to say that their probationary period is a 12-
month probation period (which coincides with the Civil Service Process). Therefore, the
Sheriff/Jail employees would follow a 12-month probationary period and be subject to
performance review at the end of the first 12-months of employment.

After review and discussion, a motion to vote to approve the change in policy (with trust
that Erin would add in the 12 month probationary period for the Sheriff/Jail employees
as discussed) was made by Commissioner Quillen and was seconded by Commissioner
Kiker. Motion was approved with no opposition.

Review the Time Reporting under Inclement Weather in the Greene County Employee
Handbook

Erin Elmore distributed an update to the time reporting for inclement weather which
stated that the maximum number of hours granted as administrative leave will be based
on the employee’s regular work schedule. For example - Employees who are regularly
scheduled to work 35 hours per week will receive up to 7 hours - Employees scheduled to
work 37.5 hours per week will receive up to 7.5 hours, and - Employees scheduled to
work 40 hours per week will receive up to 8 hours. Employees working alternative
schedules (e.g., four 10-hour days) will receive no more than 8 hours of administrative
leave for a single workday. Any remaining scheduled work hours for that day must be
covered by the employee’s accrued leave balances.

However, at the sole discretion of the Mayor an amendment to this policy shall be made
for Law Enforcement/Public Safety/Essential Service Personnel and any designated

"Called In" employees who are required by their job/duties to work when other
employees/departments are delayed, dismissed, and/or closed due to an adverse
weather decision may be granted an accrued, non-compensatory, amount of
Administrative leave, as determined appropriate by the County Mayor.

After review and discussion, a motion to vote to approve the change in policy (with trust
that Erin would add in that the Mayor has the discretion to determine the appropriate
compensatory time for Law Enforcement/Public Safety/Essential Service Personnel)
was made by Commissioner Quillen and was seconded by Commissioner Kiker.

The Greeneville/Greene County Library Board of Trustees met for their regularly scheduled
quarterly meeting on Monday. October 27, 2025 at 5 PM in the Big Spring Room of the
Greeneville/Greene County Public Library. Members in attendance were: Erin Stayton, Nancy
Southerland, Mia Hyde, Sangela Blue, Pat DeCicco, Teddy Lawing, library director Erin Evans,
and assistant director Christopher Gose. The Holston River Regional Library was represented by

Jennifer Breuer, and the Friends of the Library was represented by Carla Bewley.
Welcome and Call to Order-Erin Stayton

Secretary Mia Hyde called the meeting to order at 5 PM.

Public Comments

Nancy Laughlin, attended the meeting and noted that she believes her issue has been addressed.
Lori Grabnet, CANUP Founder/Co-chair had planned on speaking but had to leave so Director
Evans provided an update stating that CANUP has been giving funds to help people pay for

copies at the library.
Approval of Minutes-July 28, 2025

Ms. Staton asked for the approval of minutes from the July meeting.. She asked if anyone noted
any corrections to the minutes and none were offered. With that, a motion to approve the July
minutes was made by Nancy Southerland and seconded by Sangela Blue. The motion passed

unanimously.

Financial Report - Erin Evans
Director Evans reviewed the financial statement. She provided an update on the budget for 2025-
26. We have expended and taken in just about an equal amount of funds. The budget is in good

shape and nothing is notable. Erin Evans asked if there were any questions about the budget and



none were offered. There were zero {indings in the audit this year. A motion was made by Pat
DeCicco to accept the financial report and a second was made by Sangela Bluc. The motion was

passed unanimously.
Library Director's Report - Erin Evans

Director Evans provided an update on circulation and programming. We have a few less library
cards issued this quarter. Therc were 320 cards issued. Checkouts are higher than this quarter last
year and the last quarter, Wifi sessions and READS checkouts remain high. There were 29 events
in the last quarter. The programs served 226 children and 219 adults. 12 volunteer hours were

logged. One school field trip was hosted this quarter.

Next, Director Evans provided an update on staff resignations and new employees. Two part-
time employees resigned. Greyson Sauceman and Jessica Stevens are new part-time employees.
Erin has been training these new employees. The Big Spring Room plumbing will take place any
day. Midway Construction is waiting for the pump to arrive and then the work will begin. The
County has agreed to pay for the additional expense of $18,217. The driveway and parking lot

repaving is planned. Public Works will repave the driveway and parking area soon.

Next, Director Evans shared that the roof on the library needs to be replaced. The current roof
was installed in 2011. Lora Young has submitted a budget amendment for the November 4" City

Council which will include $30,000 for a new roof.

Director Evans gave an update on the book sale. The Free Community Day was on August 23™
and $1,000 in donations were collected. Nettie Day at Tusculum University was held on
September 26" and TU students helped with recycling and to take the tables apart. We have
begun taking book donations to George Clem which will provide storage for the book sale only.
We still need to find a location to hold sale next spring. We need to be out of Greene Valley by

November 15" and have scheduled movers for November 6"

The library has received several grants. The TOP Grant, for adult technology training, was
received for $1,250. A tech grant was awarded for $7,540 for new desktops, printers, and kids
learning computers. The THRAB Grant for the Hardin Collection at Cox Library was received

for $1,108.



New programming will start in November. These include: an ASL Classes (6-week course in
partnership with Bridges East in Johnson City). Tuesday Storytime, Writer’s Group, Block Party,
and Crafiecrnoon will continue. Santa Storytime is scheduled for December 9. Halloween

Happenings is planned for Friday, October 31% 4 — 6. The Jibrary will close at 3:30.

Cox Report - Christopher Gose

Assistant Director Gose reported that the T. Elmer Cox library has had issues with attendance
due to the traffic and road closures. The library was open by appointment for three groups. The
Genealogical Society meeting was held on October 9, 2025, with 24 in attendance. The Cox
Library is now an affiliate library with FamilySearch.com. The Heritage Trust has moved their
archives to the Cox Library. There was an archival workshop on September 20, 2025, with 15 in
attendance from 3 counties. The TSLA Grant for the James N. Hardin Collection has been

approved. The supplies have been received, and the collection is being processed.

Further, Gose said that there will be an Ancestry and Family Search Workshop on November 8,
2025, from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. Heritage Home Scholars are scheduled for Spring 2026 with
18-20 students expected to attend. The library is reutilizing space on the second floor for archival
storage, shelving, etc. The appliances and kitchen cabinets will be removed. Lastly, the
Greeneville Sun made an inquiry regarding the transfer of their newspaper archies and pboto

collection to the Cox Libraty.
Board Chair Items-Erin Stayton

Chair Erin Stayton and Erin Evans attended the Trustee Workshop in Jefferson City. Ms. Stayton
said that there are a lot of things that our board can do to be more involved. She would like more
of us to attend the workshop next year. If we have the support of the board, there are things we

could do to be more involved.

Next, Ms. Stayton announced that Sangela Blue’s tenure on the board is complete. Her position
will need to be filled by someone who represents Greene County. If board members know of
someone who might be interested in serving, please let Erin know by email. The County
Commission must approve the recommendation at their December meeting so that the new

member can join at our January meeting.



Old Business - Erin Stayton

The library building opened on Nov. 9, 1975. This year is the 50" Anniversary. Due to the
construction, the event planned for October 24, 2025, has been moved to Friday, November 14,
2025. The celebration will be in coordination with the annual Friends of the Library meeting
with an open house/50™ anniversary celebration. The Friends of the Library annual meeting will
be from 12:00-1:00 and an invitation will be sent to all Friends members. The event will be open
to everyone in the community from 10:00-4:00. There will be activities for children and the
community. Director Evans requests help from the board with refreshments. Board members
should let Erin know what you can provide via email. If additional help from the board is

needed, Erin will let them know. Nancy Southerland suggested that the library put a banner in the

front of the library to advertise.

Lastly, the Emergency Procedures Manual has not been updated. Director Evans plans to have a
draft at the January meeting. Finaly, Ms. Stayton will check with Tim Ward about a cost analysis

for staff raises.
New Business-Erin Stayton

Director Evans brought the Library Code of Conduct for review. This will be added to the library
policy. The statement, “Purses, bags, backpacks should not be left unattended. The library is not
responsible for personal items brought to the library” has heen added. Tennifer Breuer suggested
additional language should bc addcd about what will be done with the personal items. It was
discussed that we may add “If the items are not claimed by the end of business, those items will
be turned over to the police department. At the discretion of the Library Director designee,
suspicious items will be turned over to the police department immediately.” Director Evans will
check with the police department to determine the policy for claimed goods and we will discuss
further at the January meeting. A motion was made by Sangela Blue to approve this policy
change: “Purses, bags, backpacks should not be left unattended. The library is not responsible for

personal items brought to the library.” The second was from Pat Decicco and the motion carries.

Next, the Certificate of Deposit (CD) at the Andrew Johnson Bank will mature on October 31,
2025, and will be renewed for six months. Director Evans will talk with the bank and do further

research. She will email the board with more information.



Finally, Chair Erin Stayton discussed Christmas bonuses for staff. The town gives $125 for part-
time employees and $250 for full-time employees. The board discussed giving the full $250 to
the three full time employees. The full $125 will be given to the four part-time employees who
have been employed all year and $50 will be given to the two new part-time employees. This
money will come from the library budget. A motion was made by Pat Decicco and a second from

Sangela Blue. All in favor and the motion passed.
Friends of the library - Carla Bewley

Carla Bewley again invited everyone to attend the anniversary celebration. The Friends did a cost
analysis on the funds available and has determined that there is an additional $15,000 that can be

used. Director Evans will make requests for proposals on spending the funds.
Holston River Regional Library report — Jennifer Breuer

Jennifer Breuer highlighted events from the newsletter. There is a trustee online orientation
Thursday, November 13 that she recommended. They are partnering with ETSU’s Sharrod

Library and they will meet in March to discuss how all the libraries can collaborate.

RESOLUTION TO ADVANCE FUNDING IN THE AMOUNT OF NO
MORE THAN $300,000.00 TO NORTH GREENE UTILITIES TO BE PAID
FROM REIMBURSEMENTS FROM GRANT FUNDING THROUGH THE

TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENT AND

WHEREAS, in the relatively short time period since the new Board of
Directors for North Greene Utilities were selected, the Utility has made enormous
improvements to its infrastructure to enable it to serve the citizens of northern and
western Greene County; and

WHEREAS, those improvements included installing new water lines and
pump stations, repainting the water storage facility on the Horton Highway, and
buying new filters for its water treatment plant; and

WHEREAS, North Greene Utilities has received reimbursement in the
amount of $383,384.00 in ARP funding administered through the Tennessee
Department of Environment and Conservation, but there is still outstanding ARP

funding to which North Greene Utilities will be receiving in the amount of
$565,091.00; and

Utilities is in need of funding to pay its contractors who provided these needed
improvements above specified; and

WHEREAS, in return for the pledge of the funding received from the
